Attended TIMARU GIRLS' HIGH SCHOOL as a BOARDER. Parents wanted Anne to do a PROFESSIONAL COURSE which was not available at GERALDINE HIGH SCHOOL. Refers LATIN, FRENCH. Both Anne's parents were TEACHERS. 'Suddenly I had eleven sisters in the dormitory and we had a wild time, a lovely time.' Learned BALLROOM DANCING, attended DANCES, enjoyed SPORTS and represented her school house in ATHLETICS. 

After second term, father got a job in DUNEDIN, so family moved back there and Anne moved schools. At OTAGO GIRLS' HIGH SCHOOL, found she was a long way behind in LATIN and MATHS. Had private tuition in both during the summer. Anne's aunt was DEPUTY PRINCIPAL at QUEEN'S HIGH SCHOOL.

	Father was sole teacher at TE MOANA SCHOOL. Mother taught the girls SEWING, played PIANO for the daily singing and concerts and cleaned the school. Refers GARDENING, COOKING, WOODWORK, GENDER ROLES. Anne's job was to mow the school grass for pocket money. Father also drove SCHOOL BUS. 

Reflects on how living there taught resilience and independence. Anne would climb the local hills and explore the bush by herself. Refers TE MOANA GORGE. Swimming lessons in local river. No electricity so learned to cook on a coal range. Lighting through a generator. Electricity came to area in their final year at TE MOANA SCHOOL. Meat and raw milk supplied by local farmer.

	Very different moving to a large city school. Enjoyed aspects of school and had some inspirational teachers. Passed SCHOOL CERTIFICATE and UNIVERSITY ENTRANCE. Describes dropping LATIN for GEOGRAPHY. 

Had been thinking about NURSING since primary school. Read about ALBERT SCHWEITZER and THE JUNGLE DOCTOR SERIES, SUE BARTON, CHERRY AMES. No nurses in the family. 'They're all teachers. And I didn't want to be a teacher.' Describes problem with having your father as your primary school teacher. 

Describes applying for nursing. Worked at MT ASPIRING STATION up West Matukituki Valley helping lady of the house in break between school and nursing. Describes. Went to the station on the back of a tractor crossing the MATUKITUKI RIVER. 

MEDICAL EXAM by GENERAL PRACTITIONER before going nursing. Describes how VACCINATIONS had to be approved by parents. Refers TUBERCULOSIS, BCG.

	Arrived at NURSES' HOME the night before first day. Describes ROOM. 'On the bed was this UNIFORM that you had to figure out what to do with it. And so that was when we started talking to each other in the corridor and saying "How do we put these hats together?"' Describes UNIFORM. 

The HOME SISTER checked you had your light off at 9pm for your shift. 'Time to put your light out, nurse.' 

Anne at WAKARI HOSPITAL for a lot of her second year. Able to go out easily without LATE PASSES by using a tunnel from the hospital to the engineer's / boiler room. 'One night I was coming home late when I shouldn't have been out about 1.30 in the morning and I met the Matron, in her nightie in the tunnel, who said to me, "Nurse Pearce, I don't recall you asking for leave. Come and see me in the morning."' 

MATRON lived on premises. A whole corridor in the old nurses' home in DUNEDIN where registered nurses lived. CHARGE NURSES were usually unmarried and lived in NURSES' HOME.

	NURSES' HOME AND FLATTING

	
	FOOD was awful. 'Oh well, it was fatty and it was boring and it was overcooked. Night Duty, we went on strike and refused to eat it, it was so bad.' Describes. Doesn't think they had thought about NUTRITION for nurses, although they did for patients. 

Anne added later ‘I have since talked to class mates who reminded me some of the food was OK, casseroles, baked puddings, cooked breakfast. Overcooking vegetables was the cooking style back then’.

Describes how the NURSES' HOME was 'like a big happy family'. Formed cliques of friends and did things together. Refers MOVIES, BEACH. After shift, would eat and talk about what had happened together. American ships visited on R&R and called NURSES' HOME asking for nurses to go DANCING. Some girls married AMERICANS. TOWN HALL DANCE held every Friday, went to UNIVERSITY STUDENT PARTIES. 

In second year, a group of five got a flat together without permission. 'We did it and we were paying board and paying our rent. And then they found out what we were doing. I'm not sure how they found out. And we were all summonsed to the Matron to explain ourselves. And they relented and said, as long as we got parental permission, we could stay there.' Got to know many students in the surrounding flats.

	SOCIAL ACTIVITIES

	
	Enjoyed the social time and the freedom. At end of PRELIMINARY SCHOOL, held a party 'that was our introduction for most people to ALCOHOL'. Illegal because drinking age was 21 years. Describes. 

Chaplain spoke to the Prelim Class 'to instil some moral standards in us, I think'. Told them to absolutely avoid three things which were bad for us. And that was SMOKING, ALCOHOL and boys. Some girls got pregnant, then married and left nursing. Describes difficulty of getting CONTRACEPTIVE PILL prescribed unless you were engaged in the 1970s. 

Anne later commented, ‘Did not know about contraception until 3rd year when we did Obstetrics’.

'Going flatting, there were those of us who knew how to cook a meal and clean and those who had no clue and weren't prepared to learn. So, no different now....' Describes.

	Did not know of any NON-HETEROSEXUAL RELATIONSHIPS among classmates but was approached by some registered nurses. Describes. 'You didn't know what to do about it.' Talked about it with her classmates. Some charge nurses involved in unofficial HETEROSEXUAL RELATIONSHIPS. Only in late 1960s that started to see a few charge nurses who were married. Discusses. 

Later commented, ‘Have since remembered we had a married Charge Nurse at Wakari Hospital who was lovely and patient with student nurses’.

	'First year we were basically domestics'. Did CLEANING, FLUID ROUNDS, MEALS, SLUICE ROOM, BEDPAN ROUNDS. Did bed sponge patients, learned to do simple dressings. Describes setting up dressings and trolley, wound treatments and sterilising agents. Learned to do INJECTIONS in first year. 

Learned from TUTOR SISTERS how to give an injection and then practised on patients. Got a lot of practice at giving both intra muscular and sub-cutaneous injections. Describes. CLEANERS wore pink uniforms and cleaned floors. 

Beds had to done on time. 'I remember one staff nurse telling me I wasn't running fast enough.' Describes being busy.

	In second year, you could be in charge of a ward on afternoon or night shifts. Followed a written list of duties on each shift. Started doing DRUG ROUNDS, dealt with any DEATHS. Recounts her first experience of a dead patient. Helped Charge Nurse lay out body. Describes in detail. Refers PARKSIDE HOSPITAL, AGED CARE, MORGUE. Taught in first year how to care for the body after death. 'Very precise, very prescribed, detailed list of things.' 

Had a book with all their procedures in it. They were signed off when you could do it competently. Discusses how it was suggested recently that this system be re-introduced to the School of Nursing. Concerns that today some students avoid practising skills they don't like or they think you only need to do it once

	Generally did six week block in a ward. Did twelve weeks in OBSTETRICS in third year but rotated between DELIVERY SUITE, ANTE-NATAL AND POST-NATAL. Refers THEATRE, DIET & DISEASE, GERIATRIC, PARKSIDE, MULTIPLE SCLEROSIS. 'In those days, OT [OCCUPATIONAL THERAPY] meant making sheepskin moccasins.' Moved around three hospitals. WAKARI HOSPITAL did CHEST SURGERY, CANCER, RADIOTHERAPY, GYNAECOLOGY WARD, RADIUM, PAEDIATRICS. 

Describes how one PAEDIATRIC WARD SISTER took no nonsense from doctors and surgeons. Before leaving the ward on morning shift, had to count all the cutlery. If one teaspoon was missing, no one could leave until it was found. 'And I can think of occasions where she knew precisely where that teaspoon was, under what cot it had fallen, but she wouldn't tell you, you had to go and look for it.' All about routine and traditions. CHARGE NURSES generally very strict and not friendly. Discusses.

	Classrooms still there and used as classrooms. Doctors lectured on MEDICINE, SURGERY and PSYCHIATRY. TUTOR SISTER then taught the associated NURSING CARE. Exams focused on the NURSING CARE. Text books were minimal. 'The content and the depth just wasn't there.' Describes how she realised this after graduation when she needed more knowledge to work in ICU. 

Two PSYCHIATRIC WARDS at WAKARI HOSPITAL. Recalls being rostered as ECT nurse. Psychiatrist using some LSD experimentally to help patients resistant to usual treatment. Comments on adverse effects. Recalls the Psychiatric charge nurse who was self-medicating. Recalls a teenage girl diagnosed with SCHIZOPHRENIA who was not allowed to read a book as it was seen as anti-social. Anne protested and was told she 'was too sympathetic and I'd never make a psychiatric nurse'. Limited means of managing mental illness at the time. Refers CHLORPROMAZINE, PARALDEHYDE, GROUP THERAPY, CHERRY FARM, ECT. 

Does not recall receiving any psychological or communication training to help deal with patients and own EMOTIONAL RESPONSES. One ward sister wrote that Anne 'was too familiar with the patients' on her Ward report. When asked why she wrote the comment, she replied 'well, the men knew your first name'.

	Describes how 'specialed' patients and being in charge of a ward from second year. Often questioned during first year whether nursing right for her. Second year was better 'but, third year, I absolutely loved it because I had more responsibility and you were learning more interesting things'. Discusses and compares to today. 

High dropout rate. Could repeat STATE FINALS but if failed any other exam you were out. Describes how one girl left after the trauma of caring for babies with brain tumours in the NEUROSURGICAL/NEUROLOGICAL WARD. Received no instruction on how to deal with emotional aspects of nursing. Used ‘black humour to cope”

Describes high number of head injuries from car accidents at the time. 

Commented later, ‘This was before wearing car seat belts was compulsory. On Saturday nights often admitted 10 patients with head injuries, we had beds all down the corridor because the ward was full’.

Many died. 'I can remember that we would be in the Sluice Room or the Treatment Room somewhere making stupid jokes and crying and laughing all at the same time. And then you went back to your flat and talked about it some more, about how difficult it was. And was there something I didn't do?'

Recalls caring for a BURNS PATIENT at WAKARI HOSPITAL he only lived a few hours. BURNS CARE not well developed at the time. Felt shocked at such cases but also that you were bringing some comfort to the family and the patient. Describes. Some staff and senior nurses helped. Widely known among nurses which nurses were helpful and which ones not. Nursing was all about being 'efficient'. Talking to patients was not part of a nurse's job.

	Anne did not belong to NURSES' CHRISTIAN ASSOCIATION did not know about it and would not have joined if I had. Not aware of NZ NURSES' ASSOCIATION until after registration when she joined. Doesn't think there was a STUDENT NURSES' ASSOCIATION. Later lost faith with NURSES' ASSOCIATION when it became more unionised and went on strike. Joined COLLEGE OF NURSES. Discusses. 

Wasn't aware of how NURSES' PAY compared to the pay of other women's occupations. Anne able to save to buy clothes. Bought a record player, went to the pictures. Discusses. Relates story of driving to INVERCARGILL to attend the races and being late back to duty.

	Many in her class failed the STATE FINALS papers and had to repeat. Anne failed the SURGICAL paper, had not done enough study. Resat exam four months later and worked temporarily as Acting Charge Nurse for WOMEN'S ORTHOPAEDIC WARD. Describes. One orthopaedic surgeon would walk up to her and say '"Huh! No bit of tin on your chest yet, Nurse." Cause he knew what had happened. "Well, everything had better be in order or I'll be down to the Matron's Office."' 

GRADUATION CEREMONY and BALL were held after HOSPITAL FINALS. Class photograph in OTAGO DAILY TIMES. Describes. Refers NIGHTINGALE OATH.

	Stayed on as STAFF NURSE and assigned to three monthly rotations. Loved MEN'S MEDICAL and went to INTENSIVE CARE when it opened. 'That was exciting but scary because suddenly we had people on cardiac monitors that were the size of my fridge and ventilators and peritoneal dialysis and we had no clue about electrolyte balance, blood gas analysis and we had no clue what cardiac arrhythmias were.' 

Medicine had outstripped nurse training 'but the curriculum didn't change until the 70s'. Then began to teach COMMUNICATION STUDIES, SOCIOLOGY and CULTURAL AWARENESS [CURRICULUM CHANGES]. CARPENTER REPORT drew on CANADIAN MODEL of COMMUNITY COLLEGE [POLYTECH] NURSE TRAINING. Contrast AUSTRALIA which went straight to UNIVERSITIES. Discusses.

	Moved to SYDNEY in January 1969. Flatted with nurse friends and worked for a NURSING AGENCY. Describes good PAY. AGENCY NURSES were the private pool for public and private hospitals. Families could pay a nurse to special their family member. Describes how some of those patients did not really need the nursing care. Recalls how for one patient 'It was more about bringing more champagne glasses for my visitors, nurse'. Describes. Reflects how it was the first time she 'had seen the social strata so blatantly'. Describes contrast in public hospital ward accommodation for those who did not pay, those who paid something and those who paid top rate. Anne felt really uncomfortable [PRIVILEGE, PUBLIC HOSPITAL SYSTEM]. Contrast to NZ hospital system. Recalls that had to ask permission of family to order tests 'because they might not want to pay for it'. New awareness of costs of equipment being provided for free in NZ. Refers ST VINCENT'S HOSPITAL.

Refers BLEEDING OESOPHAGEAL VARICES, TETANUS, CORONARY CARE. Looked after some celebrities and encountered issues to do with their privacy. 

Recalls dealing with GAY people. Went to shows in KING'S CROSS. Nursing people who were TRANS GENDER and coming in with overdoses.

	Worked Alice Springs Hospital for a few months before returning to Sydney to do ICU course. After course moved to DARWIN HOSPITAL and worked in INTENSIVE CARE, PAEDIATRICS and GYNAECOLOGY. Describes. Had worked for three months at ALICE SPRINGS HOSPITAL prior to doing INTENSIVE CARE COURSE. 

Met new cultures in Australia including GREEK and ITALIAN in Sydney. In ALICE SPRINGS, learned about ABORIGINAL PEOPLE 'and just be so shocked at, here was this people who were barefoot and covered in red dirt, who'd walked for hundreds of miles with a sick child. Then they'd just dump them at the hospital and go again, abandon their children at the hospital'. Whole ward of very sick children with gastro-enteritis. Sometimes two children in a cot and ten children dying a week.

Worked in MALE MEDICAL WARD. ABORIGINAL patients sometimes disappeared or 'went AWOL'. Recounts how when two such patients returned to the ward, the charge nurse took their clothes and gave them a sheet to wear [PUNISHMENT]. 

Worked in GYNAECOLOGY in DARWIN HOSPITAL. Recalls how some ABORIGINAL WOMEN were terrified of being in the hospital. Describes how one doctor was examining female patients inappropriately. He was stopped from examining them but not reported. Discusses. 

Later noted, ‘I reported him to the Consultant and she stopped him examining women’.

An INTERNATIONAL NURSING WORKFORCE in the NORTHERN TERRITORY. Very few AUSTRALIANS. Refers CYCLONE TRACEY.

	Returned to DUNEDIN HOSPITAL and said she was looking for a job. 'And the matron said "I've got just the job for you".' Became CHARGE NURSE of HOUGHTON WARD (WOMEN'S MEDICAL). Describes issues, organising the ward, new staff. Reflects that no training given for a new WARD SISTER. Worked with a whole team of doctors of different specialties who all thought they had priority. Refers RESPIRATORY MEDICINE, RENAL MEDICINE and PHARMACOLOGY, NEUROLOGY. Discusses managing ward with one staff nurse and student nurses. Anne was the youngest WARD SISTER in DUNEDIN HOSPITAL at 26 years old. International students there from SRI LANKA, INDIA, THAILAND, FIJI, SAMOA, PAPUA NEW GUINEA. Describes how she was welcomed into the group and some of the social activities. During that year, boyfriend who was a HOUSE SURGEON went to PERTH for six months. 

Part of course was to enrol in two courses at VICTORIA UNIVERSITY. Had previously enrolled in UNIVERSITY OF OTAGO to do FRENCH and MEDIEVAL HISTORY. Discusses negative attitude towards this study by the Matron but support from NZ NURSES' ASSOCIATION. Enrolled in EDUCATION 1 and SOCIOLOGY at VICTORIA UNIVERSITY. Loved SOCIOLOGY and majored in it when moved to AUCKLAND and did full-time UNIVERSITY for two years to finish degree.

Refers RESEARCH ETHICS, PATIENT CONSENT, SUDDEN INFANT DEATH SYNDROME [SIDS], PROFESSOR COLIN MANTELL, DR STEPHEN WEALTHALL. Anne's eventual husband was the DATA ANALYST for the project.

Describes research projects at National Womens’ and questioning by some nurses of the ETHICS of what they were being asked to do. Refers CERVICAL CANCER, PELVIC EXAMS. 

Anne became pregnant and could not stay until completion of project. Describes following up with families in project. Differing social attitudes to BREAST FEEDING.

Private nursing and research did not go on your service record because 'it wasn't real nursing'.

	Keen to return to NURSING after having her baby. Worked two afternoon shifts a week at AUCKLAND HOSPITAL. Husband able to work some flexible hours and looked after baby [CHILDCARE]. Worked in pool and in CRITICAL CARE. Asked for permanent ward and moved to GASTRO-ENTEROLOGY WARD. 
Introduced written NURSING CARE PLANS. Some introductory problems. Describes examples. POLYTECH COMPREHENSIVE GRADUATES coming onto the wards. Anne found it strange that 'these brand new graduates walked into that ward and assumed equality with the experienced registered nurse and did not want any direction or help and didn't like us asking them about anything to do with their patients'. 	Huge change from COMPREHENSIVE PROGRAMME to a DEGREE in the 1990s. At first, problem that lecturers often did not have degrees. Tension between theoretical and practical work. 

Later added, ‘The major changes I worked through were going from teaching on a blackboard, using handwritten overhead transparencies, to white boards, using computers and Powerpoint and online learning platforms (Blackboard, then Moodle). In the early years students were always apologetic if they did not attend a lecture, later you were lucky if 25% attended lectures. They only attend if it is compulsory and a roll was taken’.

Describes setting up content of COMPETENCE ASSESSMENT PROGRAMME for registered nurses who trained other than in NZ. Refers PHILIPPINES. 

*Rain in background*

Describes her role and challenges. Reduced her role to co-ordinating theory courses only. Problem of workload, different cultural expectations and student's work.  Some expect constant direction in a HIERARCHICAL SYSTEM that no longer exists in NZ hospitals. Others are superb. Discusses challenges. 

Anne resigned at end of 2012. Loved working with international nurses because they were so desperate to come to NZ for a better way of life and were so respectful and grateful for all the help we provided.
